The Paschal Candle is once again lit with the Blessed fire: a symbol of Christ’s Triumph over death. He is the Light that 
enlightens the Church. It means that the One who was hung on the Cross has brought light to a world suffering in its own 
darkness.   We have risen to new life; the life of baptism; the life of the Risen Lord:
